Regulation to the open championship in ice hockey among children born in 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004 and 2005, dedicated to the upcoming 2014 IIHF World Championship. 
Dates of holding the event - from 25 to 31 August 2013.
1. Goals and objects of the competition.
1.1. Bringing children to a healthy lifestyle, active physical training and sports.
1.2. Popularization and development of youth hockey.
1.3. Acquiring the experience of playing in important competitions, improvement of technical, tactical skills and level of sportsmanship.
1.4. Exchange of experience among children's sports teams and school clubs.
1.5. Strengthening of friendship and companionship between children from different countries.
2. Management of the championship.
2.1. General guidance on the organization and holding of the competition is fulfilled by LLC "Sport Unity." The Sponsor and the organizing committee are responsible for organizing and supervising the games.
2.2. Direct holding rests with the main panel of judges approved by the Organizing Committee and Sponsor / Organizer of the contest. Competitions are served by the judges who have the license and authorization to conduct competitions at such high level. Execution of the documents on the results of the contest rests on the panel of judges.
2.3. The responsibility for providing technical training, state of the venues of the tournament and its safety rests with the management MFSC "Minsk-Arena".
2.4. The representatives (managers) teams are personally responsible for ensuring the attendance of participants at awards ceremony, discipline and order among the athletes in the field of the competition and stay out of the game participants, for the observance of the regulations. Team leaders have no right to interfere with the action of the judges.
3. Time, dates and place of holding the event.
3.1. The competition will be held from 25 to 31 August 2013.
Address: Republic of Belarus, Minsk, Pobeditelej avenue, 111
Multifunctional sport complex "Minsk-Arena"
3.2. Arrival date for teams - August 25, 2013
Day of departure for teams - August 31, 2013
3.3. Venue for the competitions is three main ice pitches of "Minsk-Arena" - Speed Skating stadium , Sport and cultural facility "Arena"
4. The participants of the championship.
4.1. Teams of youth sports schools and clubs of all forms of property with the players born in 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, from Russia, Ukraine, Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Finland, Poland, Slovakia, the Czech Republic, Kazakhstan, Austria, USA, Canada, Belarus, who received the official invitation from the organizers of the championship will participate in the competitions. The contest will include 6 teams in each age group.
4.2. The teams: 17-22 athletes (15-20 players, 2 goalkeepers), 1 manager, 2 coaches, 1 doctor, 1 referee. The meeting team plays in dark sweaters, and the guest team - in bright sweaters.
4.3. Only athletes passed medical examination and authorized to participate in the competition are allowed. Team officials must submit an applications certified by signature, stamp of a physician or medical and sports clinic and the head of the organization.
4.4. Athletes, team managers, coaches and other participants must comply with all the requirements of these Regulations and Rules of the championship, while exercising self-discipline and respect for opponents, officials and spectators.
5. The program of the contest.
5.1. The championship program:
5.1.1. August 25 – the day of arrival of the teams, the meeting of the Organizing Committee with the participants, official registration of applications (from 15.00 to 21.00).
5.1.2. 26 - August 30 – days of competitions.
5.1.3. August 30 – Award Ceremony.
5.1.4. August 31 – sightseeing program, departure of the teams.

6. Regulations of the tournament.
6.1. Competitions are held on a round robin.
6.2. Time of game - 3 periods of 15 minutes without stopping the stopwatch to pause game. Rest pause between periods – 3 minutes. 5 minute warm-up is provided with pucks on the ice before the game.
6.3. Each team takes one game a day. Removal for violation of rules 1 min. Preparation of  the Ice – after each game.
6.4. For gaining the victory the team will be awarded 2 points, for a draw - 1 point, for a loss - 0 points.
6.5. The winner is the team with the most points in a round-robin championship.
6.6. In case of a tie of two or more teams, the winner will be determined by the following characteristics:
- On the highest number of points in matches between these two teams;
- With equal points - on the outcome of the game between them;
- The difference of the best goals scored and goals missed in the matches between the teams;
- By the highest number of goals in the matches between the teams;
- The difference of the best goals scored and goals in all matches of the competitions;
- By the highest number of goals in all matches of the competitions.
6.7. Body checking is prohibited in the game.
6.8. Players are not allowed without protective masks and neck protection standard sample.
6.9. Every game is supported by referees (including three judges in the field), appointed by the Chief Referee of the competitions.
7. Participants’ responsibility for commitment disciplinable offenses.
7.1. The liability of members for disciplinary offenses is defined by the Chief panel of judges.
7.2. The player, sent off the field till the end of the game, automatically skips the next game, and the possibility of his further participation in the competitions is determined by the Chief panel of judges.
8. Order of protests filing about tournament results
8.1 Team management who wants to appeal against the tournament results should warn the arbiter and the rival’s representative after the game without a delay. The protests filling statement will be fixed in a game report. The protest should be in a written form and should contain clear reasons, should be signed by the couch and referred to the arbiter of the tournament not later than an hour after the end of the game.
8.2 Protests that don’t accomplish the rules of the format won’t be considered.
8.3 The protests are out of consideration if they are related with:
8.3.1 The regulation “out of play”
8.3.2 Capturing of the gates
8.3.3 The place of throwing out of the puck
8.3.4 All types of fixed or not fixed penalties.
9. Award ceremony of tournament participants
9.1 After the ending of every match each best player from each team is presented with a keepsake. The owner of the prize is appointed by the team couch.
9.2. The team - winner of the age group is awarded by the cup, and the players and coaches by medals and diplomas.
9.3. Teams, who took second and third places in their age groups, are correspondingly awarded by cups, medals and diplomas.
9.4. Teams, who took 4-6 places, will be awarded by diplomas.
9.5. The best tournament players of the age group: "The best scorer of the tournament" (according to the number delivered pucks), "The best goalkeeper in the tournament'', ''The best Defender of the tournament", "The best striker tournament" is defined coaching board consisting solely of the coaches of the teams playing, and awarded prizes at the closing ceremony.
10. Applications for participation and admission to the tournament
10.1. This Regulation is the official invitation to participation in the Open Junior championship in ice hockey, among the teams’ participants born in  2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005  for the countries listed in paragraph 4.1.
10.2. All teams that have received this position up to June 15, 2013 have to confirm their participation or non-participation in the tournament, sending a formal letter to the Organizing Committee and the provisional application by the e-mail:  info@sportagency.by  jaiman@mail.ru  or by fax +375 172 02 58 86. The request permits to include no more than 27 people, including two goaltenders, 15-20 fielders, 5 five officials (team manager, 2 coaches, doctor, judge). The application shall contain the following information: first name and last name (full name) of the player, date of birth, player’s position, constant game number of the player. Each player who was included in the provisional application, should provide a photo.
10.2. Teams on the day of arrival should give to the organizers/sponsors and to the Chief panel of judges the following documents:
10.2.1. Official application in duplicate, certified by the sending organization and the medical facilities who allow the players to participate in the tournament. The official entry for the tournament is generated from the number of participants indicated in the preliminary application. The request is permitted to include no more than 27 people, including two goaltenders, 15-20 fielders, 5 officials (team manager, 2 coaches, doctor, judge). The application indicates the - name, date of birth, place of residence (registration), playing roles, constant game number.
10.2.2. Each player should provide  a passport or birth certificate, a certificate with a photograph showing the name, surname, patronymic, the year of birth and place of residence, certified by the organization, and policy of obligatory medical insurance (if any).
10.3. Participating teams shall send to the Organizing Committee by e-mail info@sportagency.by  jaiman@mail.ru  or by fax +375 02 172 58 86 the information in the period up to 15 July 2013 about the dates of arrival and departure of delegations, non-air or rail journey , number of players, coaches, team leaders, and the number of accompanying persons (including parents) who need additional: hotel accommodation, meals and transport during the tournament. 
10.4. Teams that do not comply with the requirements of paragraphs 10.1. - 10.3. of this Regulation, are not allowed to participate in the tournament.
10.5. The manager of the team is responsible for the timely processing of applications and the provision of the request.
11. Participants’ reception and provision conditions of the tournament.
11.1 LLC  "Sport Unity bears following expenses:
- The payment of the work of championship judges;
- The acquisition of premium merchandise, medals, diplomas, etc.
- Stationery and printing costs;
- Rent payment of sports facilities MFSC "Minsk-Arena" for the tournament.
11.2. MFSC "Minsk-Arena" is responsible for:
- The organization of the tournament venue;
- Technical support of the tournament;
11.3. The teams that are invited to the tournament bear following expenses:
- Payment for board and lodging (accommodation and meals) – 405 000 Belarusian rubles (about U.S. $ 45) per person per day;
- Transfer railway station - hotel - railway station – 900 000 rubles (approximately U.S. $ 100) per bus (50 seats);
- Transfer airport - hotel - airport - 2,500,000 rubles (about 280 U.S. dollars) per bus (50 seats);
- Transfer hotel - MFSC «Minsk-Arena" - hotel - 540 000 belarussian rubles (approximately 60 $ USA) per bus (25 seats);

 - Making an entry visa to the countries where situated the consulate of the Republic of Belarus or after arrival at the National Airport Minsk-2 according to the rates of short-term visas for groups.
